Step 4 – The Skagit Valley Advisor will assess the student’s information and make the decision regarding 
admissions and enrollment. 

OR 
Students who are sophomores or younger: Require  approval from the Dean of Enrollment Services. The 
Dean will review the type of classes you plan to take, and, the unique situation that makes it necessary for you 
to attend the college.

If student is admitted, they can register for classes online or in person at Enrollment Services. Students are 
expected to pay by Tuition Due Date.
